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Fall Finals Reminders

Here are some important details for Sunday's games:

NO DOGS ALLOWED
Team Check In will be held at HQ tent

No JV team check in
Players are to present some form of ID that shows their face with their name

Coin toss: Team captains expected pitch side at halftime of the game before their game. A
no show will result in forfeit of the coin toss.
ARs will be provided for all playoff games (not JV games)
Subs: Teams will be given 5 pinnies for 5 eligible bench players. Once a player comes off,
he/she cannot go back on.
Blood Subs:  Player can be subbed off temporarily to be cleaned up FOR BLOOD ONLY,
NOT INJURY, then come back on - neither movement will count as any of the 5 subs. 
Water can only be run on by bench subs in a way that does not hold up game play.  If the referee
determines that the game is being slowed due to water distribution, he/she may deny this
opportunity for your team.  Coaches are not permitted to run on water.  
Cards: A red card, or two yellow cards on the day - player out for the rest of the day
Overtime: In the event of a tie at the end of regulation, a 5 minute sudden death OT period
will be played. If no score takes place in that period, teams go to drop kicks.

Each team elects one kicker.
Drop kicks will be taken from the 22 meter line in the middle of the field.
Kickers will take 3 kicks to start, alternating
At the end of those 3 rounds, whoever has made the most kicks wins.
If the number of made kicks is the same, then we go to sudden death kicks

Additional Notes from ORRS:
Piercings/jewelry all must be removed
Long hair must be managed so that tackles don't inadvertently lead to hair pulls
For quick tap penalties, the ball must leave the player's hand.  No warnings will be given.
Scrum feeds must be straight.  No warnings will be given.
No football type mouth guards allowed.  Mouth guard must be completely inside the mouth.
No advantage will be played for foul play or high tackles.
